Manitoba:

14 days of self-isolation is still required for people returning or coming to Manitoba
from all jurisdictions if they have received one or no vaccine doses. All domestic
travellers who are not exempt from quarantine in the orders are strongly advised to
get two COVID-19 tests -- one on the day of arrival, and another on the 10th day
after arriving in Manitoba regardless of if they are displaying symptoms, and
whether they are visiting Manitoba or are returning from out of the province.

Travel north of the 53rd parallel and to communities that are not connected to the
provincial highway system by a year-round all-weather road (remote communities)
is not permitted.

Quebec:

There are no preventive isolation measures for people arriving from other Canadian
provinces. Access is not allowed at this time to Nunavik and the Cree Territory of
James Bay,

Nova Scotia:

People who are fully vaccinated at least 14 days before arriving in Nova Scotia and
people who already self-isolated in Prince Edward Island or Newfoundland and
Labrador don’t need to self-isolate. people who are not fully vaccinated at least 14
days before arriving in Nova Scotia must self-isolate for 7 days and receive 2
negative tests results in order to leave self-isolation after 7 days. Everyone who
travels from another Canadian province or territory (outside Nova Scotia, Prince
Edward Island or Newfoundland and Labrador), including if you're travelling
through Nova Scotia to another destination, needs to apply to travel to Nova Scotia
by completing the "Safe Check-in Form", including most travellers who are exempt
from self-isolation.

Prince Edward Island:

"PEI Pass" verifies you are fully vaccinated (travelling from outside Atlantic
Canada) or partially vaccinated (travelling from inside Atlantic Canada)

Provided you meet the conditions of the PEI Pass upon entry, you are not required
to self-isolate when you visit or return to PEI.

1. Interprovincial Travel Restrictions

New Brunswick:

“New Brunswick Travel Registration program"

Effective September 22, every person entering New Brunswick must pre-register
online. This includes New Brunswickers re-entering the province.

No self-isolation will be required for fully vaccinated. If you are not fully vaccinated,
you must self-isolate for 14 days or until you receive a negative COVID-19 result
from a test taken on Day 10 or later.

Newfoundland and Labrador:

Fully and partially vaccinated travellers are not required to self-isolate or be tested
for COVID-19. Fully and partially vaccinated travellers are required to upload proof
of vaccination to the Travel Form.

Unvaccinated travellers are required to be tested according to their self-isolation
arrangements and self-isolate until they receive a negative result from a COVID-19
test taken on day 7 or later.

Northwest Territories:

Leisure travel is not allowed at this time in the NWT. However, the following non-
resident travellers may qualify for a travel exemption (Travellers from Nunavut,
booked remote tourism guests, individuals travelling under compassionate, family
reunification or exceptional circumstances etc.) All travellers entering the NWT
must file a self-isolation plan, regardless of vaccination status.

Nunavut:

Currently, travel to Nunavut requires authorization from Nunavut’s Chief Public
Health Officer. Travellers to Nunavut must a undergo 14-day isolation period in
either Ottawa, Winnipeg, Edmonton or Yellowknife. Meeting certain criteria, some
might be eligible to forgo the out-of-territory isolation requirement.

Alberta (September 15, 2021-)

A paper or digital copy of their vaccine record of “COVID-19 Immunization
Record”

Saskatchewan (September 20, 2021-)

- QR Code on your mobile phone

- Printed QR code

- Wallet cards received at time of immunization

- Saskatchewan Vaccine Wallet app (SK Vax Wallet) will be available by the
end of September

Manitoba (June 8, 2021-)

Digital or physical Manitoba Immunization Card (Requirements: Possession
of a Manitoba Health Card, two doses of vaccination, and 14 days after the
second dose)

Ontario (September 22, 2021-)
A paper or PDF vaccine receipt. Will migrate to QR codes on October 22.

Quebec (September 1, 2021-)

"VaxiCode*: Provide your proof of COVID-19 vaccination containing a QR
code that displays your level of protection. This evidence can be presented
in paper format, PDF format on your mobile device, or from the VaxiCode

app.

Nova Scotia (October 14, 2021-)

A digital copy will be e-mailed to the address that you provide as of
vaccination appointment. ("Proof of Vaccination" is currently NOT vaccine
passport. )
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2. Vaccine Passport

Prince Edward Island (October 15, 2021-)
“P.E.l. Vax Pass” : No details are yet available. QR code is expected to be
available by the end of October.

New Brunswick (September 21, 2021-)

Immunization record or a photograph of an immunization record from a
regional health authority clinic, pharmacy or Public Health. MyHealthNB
portal can be used. QR code is expected to be available in about a month.

Newfoundland and Labrador (September 15, 2021-)

Premier tweeted on September 15 that the province is making COVID-19
vaccine passports mandatory for non-essential recreational activities. Few
other details have been released.

Yukon (September 7, 2021-)
"Vaccine Credential“: This is for Yukoners looking to travel outside the
territory. Premier says it won't be necessary inside the Yukon.

Northwest Territories:
Peoples in the Northwest Territories can request immunization records, but
the government said it will not be mandating any vaccine passports.

Nunavut :

Nunavut does not have any vaccine passport mandates,

New QR codes will soon be issued for those who are fully-vaccinated, the
jurisdiction said Sept. 9. However, the government maintains these are “not
the same thing as a vaccine passport.”
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3. Requirements of vaccination proof
in non-essential settings

Alberta (September 15, 2021-)

Sep 20- Proof of more than one dose or negative test result

Oct. 25- Proof of full doses or negative test result

"Restrictions Exemption Program", which is not mandatory, allows businesses
and venues to operate without capacity limits and other public health measures
if they require proof of vaccination or a negative test result from anyone
entering. Operators who are eligible for the program, but opt not to take part,

will have to follow measures that include capacity limits and physical distancing.

Saskatchewan (September 20, 2021-)

From October 1, Proof of the second of two doses of an mRNA vaccine (Pfizer,
Moderna) or AstraZeneca/COVISHIELD (all interchangeable between the two
doses), or 1 dose of Janssen (Johnson & Johnson) vaccine will be required.

Manitoba (June 8, 2021-)

Expanded Vaccine Passport benefits for those who complete full vaccination
starting September 3. Access to business, services and events are available
without capacity limitations or public health restrictions.

Ontario (September 22, 2021-)

As of September 22, Proof of vaccination (two doses plus 14 days) along with
photo ID to access certain public settings and facilities are required.

Quebec (September 1, 2021-)

Proof of a second dose of Pfizer, Moderna, AstraZeneca or Covishield or a
combination of these) vaccine 7 or more days ago, or a dose of the Janssen
vaccine for 14 days or more. ID must be presented for each format for people
16 years of age and over. For people aged 75 and over, proof of identity without
a photo is accepted.

A digital copy will be e-mailed to the address that you provide as of
vaccination appointment. ("Proof of Vaccination" is currently NOT vaccine
passport. )

Prince Edward Island (October 15, 2021-)

Working with Nova Scotia and New Brunswick on the creation of the P.E.I.
Vax Pass. Will be recognized in those provinces and similar passes from
those jurisdictions will be recognized on the Island. Children under 12
years of age and people with medical exemptions won’t need the pass.

New Brunswick (September 21, 2021-)

Immunization record or a photograph of an immunization record from a
regional health authority clinic, pharmacy or Public Health. MyHealthNB
portal can be used. QR code is expected to be available in about a month.

Newfoundland and Labrador (September 15, 2021-)

Premier tweeted on September 15 that the province is making COVID-19
vaccine passports mandatory for non-essential recreational activities. Few
other details have been released.

By land: Land border restrictions for travel to the United States
remain in effect through October 21, 2021 and may be
extended.

By air: Canadians are allowed to fly into the U.S., regardless of

their vaccination status, if they present proof of a
negative  COVID-19 test administered during the three days before
their travel.
