Investment Opportunities in the Central African Republic

Located in the heart of Africa, the CAR is a vast country of 623,000 km?, of approximately 5.7 million

people, 47% are between the ages of 15 and 35, making the CAR a dynamic and forward-looking nation.

The CAR offers a variety of promising sectors now open to investment, supported by concrete

flagship initiatives:

Agriculture: 15 million hectares of arable land, with only 1% currently cultivated. Key export and
staple crops offer strong growth potential.

Livestock: Over 2.5 million cattle grazing on 16 million hectares of pastureland, with significant room
for expansion.

Non-Timber Forest Products: Valuable resources such as Gnetum africanum, mushrooms, palm
wine, honey, and rattan.

Tourism: Five national parks, including a UNESCO Biosphere Reserve, ideal for ecotourism
development.

Mining: More than 470 mineral deposits with notable geological potential.

Oil & Gas: Clear upstream policy and successful exploratory drilling.

Telecommunications: Completion of nationwide fiber optic infrastructure presents new
opportunities.

Infrastructure: Emphasis on energy, transport, and road networks with attractive investment
incentives.

Renewable Energy: Abundant rivers such as Ubangi (1,060 km), Mbomou (885 km), and Sangha
(790 km) offer strong hydropower potential.

Investor-Friendly Policies

The government has launched a long-term sustainable development strategy supported by a robust

institutional framework. Main incentives include:

Eight-year property tax exemption for new buildings.
Flexible rules on profit repatriation and personnel management.
Land provision for business and staff housing.

Additional incentives and implementation details will be shared during the Forum, a valuable occasion for
Japanese companies to receive direct and practical information.
